THOUGHT al gift from God that allows God to work within us. There are so many different ways that

natural foods work within our bodies. Too much of one type of food can cause negative
results in our bodies. Too much sugar can cause a rush of energy. Too much ice cream can cause “brain freeze.”
Too many carbs can damage our bodies in many different ways. The Eucharist will affect our spiritual lives “if” we
allow God to work within us. Our all powerful and humble God allows us to share in His Life. It is His desire and
will that simple bread and wine are transformed from natural food to spiritual food. God is “simple.” We as hu-
mans are “Complex.”
