Actually, | believe that God seems to want us to suc-
ceed by “playing well with others!” This advice is so simple that we may miss the true message of our reason why we are
here on this earth at this time in history. Like any action, there is always a reaction. The reaction in the healing story this
weekend is “thank you.” To “play well with others,” to “be thankful,” is a decision that we make as a reaction to some
event that has happened to us. Sometimes, these “acts of kindness” by others are missed by us because we expect them,
or they are small and go unnoticed by us. | believe that God uses the ordinary, small actions that we experience to re-
mind us to say, “Thank you.” The challenge this week is to look for situations in which God will directly help us or we are
helped by another to make life a bit easier. This situation may be a word, a kind act, a smile, a hug. These words and ac-
tions seem so minor that we may miss the reaction to respond. Ask God this week to remind you to see His will in the
ordinary, the routine. Like the Gospel, our thankfulness will begin healing that will remind us to be thankful for the ordi-
nary, small ways that God heals us and cares for us.
